High School Scholarship Program
Many of the children who graduate from primary schools cannot afford to continue their education. In this AIDS-ravaged area, many children are either orphaned or dependent on single parents, and the cost of even public high school is beyond their reach.  Without a basic high school education, there is little hope for many young people of Kenya to contribute to the growth and stability of their country and to support their families and loved ones.
Through the High School Sponsorship Program, you can help give these young adults hope for a better future.
For only $504 per year, a sponsor can provide a needy child with a quality high school education.

Co-sponsorships are also available:  For only $252 per year each, two sponsors can jointly provide a needy child with a quality high school education.

High School Sponsorship provides the following:

· Costs of Tuition
· Costs of books, a school uniform, and basic supplies
· Costs of personal items, such as bedding, bath items, and personal hygiene items that the schools require their students to provide
· The opportunity for a personal connection  with a child through letters and visits of mission teams

· $24 of your contribution helps defray costs incurred in administering RCM programs

How Does the Scholarship Program Work?

· The school year in Kenya begins in January.  Tuition fees must be paid, deposited, and accessed by RCM staff in Kenya before the day a child is scheduled by the government to report for school.  Fees must be paid on the day of registration at the school, or a child will lose their place in that school.

· Sponsors and Co-sponsors are asked to submit their payment in December.  

· Checks should be made payable to "Rainbow Christian Missions".

Can I send a letter?

Yes! Letters can be sent to your teen via RCM.  Letters sent to RCM at the address above will be forward to the RCM office in Butere where it will be delivered to your child’s school.   
Can I send a package?

We recommend that you do not send a care package to your child because even though you pay full postage to mail the package, once it arrives in Kenya, the package will be opened and the recipient will be charged a fee based on the contents of the package.  
Instead, we recommend the option of providing for your child’s personal needs or special gifts by sending your extra gift, (in the same manner you send tuition fees), designated for personal needs for your child.  (See Personal Needs).  RCM staff in Kenya will purchase the designated items for your child and deliver it to your child.
