Missionary in Butere

Hello everybody!


Had the chance to travel to Kisumu today (don't worry!  It's calm right now) and I jumped on it. They have a Nakumat here. It's a department store much like Wal-Mart.  Here I can get some soup, pasta, POPCORN, peanut butter, vegetables...and other things. I've had so many eggs & bananas that I may never eat 'em again when I get home. I haven't been here in Kisumu since Dec.4...so you know I was about out of everything.  I can get the basics in Butere (like flour, sugar, eggs, tomatoes) but not much to really add any variety to my diet.
Getting here was a real adventure. We rode with 21 (at times) in a 14 passenger van.  I had to share a seat with Hellen Atenya's husband...who owns the van...so I didn't feel so bad about not getting a whole seat. He didn't get one and he owns it. 


The part of the city we saw has a lot of destruction. Things have been bad here.
It's looking like RCM's children's home for orphans is going to open soon. Praying all goes well...so that happens. I won't be living there (at least not yet) but will be going back & forth to work with the kids. They say they need more security before they can put a muzungu back there. 


I've been healthy and doing well. Am getting pretty good at finding my way around.
Thanks to all who sent birthday cards. It's always nice to hear from home; even tho it takes forever for things to get here.


Thanks to all who continue to support my mission work here too!  God has been good to me. Everything I need has been provided.  I am faced with needs daily and have been able to help many...thanks to all of you!
