Hi Everyone!

Sorry I haven't written in a while. I've been busy taking the kids (2 or 3 at a time) for new school shoes. We had a great time!  I hated the travel...but it was good to see their excitement. Many had never been out of Butere so just getting on the bus & going to the city (Kakamega) was exciting for them. They were in awe of many things. I couldn't understand a lot of what they were saying to each other...but knew by their reactions that it was good. We had to ride the bus from Butere to Mumias then board a matatu (I like those even less than the buses) for Kakamega. We'd alight in the center of town & always had many people pointing at the white lady with the lil' kids all dressed alike (the house mothers are having a good time with that).  We'd go to Bata (they loved to see me coming) and get each one measured for and buy new shoes & socks. This (new shoes) was a first for most all of the kids. If kids here are lucky enough to get a pair o f shoes...they are normally passed down from someone else...and size really doesn't matter. They were tickled pink to get a new pair of their very own. The house mothers said they all were thanking God for them at night in their prayers. Anyway...we'd get shoes. Then I'd usually pick my messages from Ruth & get a few groceries. They were fascinated by the computers & the big stores. (big compared to the shops in Butere). Then we'd board the matatu back to Mumias where we ate lunch.  Again...a new experience for all of them. Most children here never get to eat in a "hotel".  Dickson & Robert (the first 2 to go) couldn't believe that they just sat down & the man brought them a big plate of chicken & chips (FF). They told all the others...so all week long...all the kids ordered the same thing. It was exciting for me just to watch 'em eat. Then we'd get on the bus & return to Butere. It was a good time with all of them and for me.( 6 days/same rout ine).

Please continue to pray for my mission here. Some days are a REAL CHALLENGE!  Pray that God will strengthen me thru those tough days. Otherwise...I'm doing great. I've been healthy all along & He has provided all that I need.
